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Overview

This document will describe the basics of installing and configuring the M X Shop e-commerce software. We have
created a powerful application template that will be available for the M X Kart clients as a main core application
for customized installations to their respective clients — the shop owners.

MX Shop was created using our free and commercia products, and we have relied on the power of ImpAKT,
NeXTensio and tNG to create a very flexible application.

You will need to read this document to be able to customize the MX Shop application to create a sample
application for your clients.
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Prerequisites

Requirements

In order to use and customize M X Shop, you will need to own and know how to use the following software
programs:

Note M X Shop works with PHP_MySQL and PHAkt (PHP_ADODB) server models.

This document addresses only to PHP developers.

We presume you have a correctly configured the platform for PHP development under Dreamweaver MX (the
configured Windows or Linux server, share or FTP access, a Dreamweaver M X site).

Files

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The MX Shop Overview

We wanted to provide our MX Kart clients a solid foundation to base their work on. Thisis the reason M X Shop
was created, to be used by the MX Kart web developers as the core application skeleton for their e-commerce
Sites.

Why MX Shop?

M X Shop includes the Inter AKT know-how in building web applications. It was designed from scratch as an
adaptable framework to create e-commerce sites for your clients:

Saves devel oper's time and adds productivity to the site creation and customization process
Encapsulates all server side code using server behaviors while leaving it visually editable

Starting from MX Shop, developers will be able to create e-commerce applications in an ‘assembly-line' type
approach, increasing the productivity dramatically.

The Public Site

The M X Shop front-end is designed to alow easy page navigation and product search. Products are grouped in
categories and are listed either as ssmple lists or horizontal |oopers.

Products can be easily searched. Customers can search products by keywords, or list them by manufacturer. M X
Shop also features several presentation pages where you can enter your company contact information.

Getting and converting potential customers to clients is the primary goa of any e-commerce site. MX Shop
provides the foundation for user registration in the site using M X User Login's advanced features. Customers can
register to the e-.commerce site in order to improve the purchase process, as M X Shop:

Allows them to see the current order status
Allows them to see previous orders and their details
Includes a password reminder and automatic re-login support using cookies.

Logging in provides a speedy checkout because pertinent information will be aready filled-in in the checkout
wizard (we use information from the previous order).

The customer can add a product to the shopping cart with a simple click. If the product has different options, they
might be selected at thistime.

The site checkout wizard will automatically compute the price for shipping and tax. M X Shop will aso take care
of on-line credit card payments.

The Site Administration Section

The MX Shop administrator is able to manage al the information in the shop from the secure administration
console.

The administrator can easily locate a product using the NeXTensio Lists that include the possibility of sorting and
filtering the information using substring search, HTML drop-downs or check-boxes

Once the information is found in the database, the administrator can edit it. MX Shop includes complex HTML
forms with error handling capabilities that allow the site administrator manage all product properties from a visual
interface. The forms also feature image upload and automatic thumbnail creation capabilities, various validation
rules and more. The dynamic product properties can be easily copied from one product to another, and the Java-
Script editing interface makes editing properties a breeze.

The shop administrator will also be able to manage visually the discounts, shipping rates and taxes.

M X Shop also provides a framework for invoice management allowing:

We have included in MX Shop a lot of features that could be generated with our MX Kart and ImpAKT
products, however we have |eft some not yet implemented:

No multi-language

No stock management
No composite products
No related products

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The MX Shop Database Design

Database Design

The mx_shop Inter AKT database has 23 tables. It is not a simple database structure, but its complexity will
help you create real e-commerce sites.

Product Related Tables
These tables will store information on the products to be sold on M X Kart sites, with their structure and properties

products_prd — this table stores all products to be sold on the website. The table fields are: id_prd (the primary
key), idctg_prd (the foreign key to the categories ctg table), idman_prd (the foreign key to the
manufacturers_man table), name_prd (the product name), sku_prd (the product code), price_prd (the product
price), description_prd (the product long description), offer_prd (if thisfield value is set to “1”, the product is
a special offer), weight_prd (the weight of the current product — will be used to compute the shipping costs),
idixc_prd (a foreign key to the tax categories table to select the tax category of the current product) and
visible prd (if this field value is set to “1”, the product is visible on the site and can be bought by the
customers).

productoption_pop — this is a many-to-many table which stores the properties values for each product along
with the price and weight difference corresponding to each property value. The table fields are: id_pop (the
primary key), idprd_pop (the foreign key to the the products prd table), idova_pop (foreign key to the
optionvalue_ova table, representing the selected option), pricediff_opp (the price difference corresponding to a
selected property) and weightdiff_opp (the weight difference corresponding to a selected property).

option_opt — this table stores al the possible product properties (eg. color, size etc.). The table fields are:
id_opt (the primary key), name_opt (the option name) and order_opt (the properties display order when the
Add to Kart by Form Server Behavior is applied).

optionvalue ova — this table stores the product properties value (eg. red, white; small, large etc.). The table
fields are: id_ova (the primary key), name_ova (the property value name), order_ova (the property display
order) and idopt_ova (the foreign key to the option_opt table to define the options category this property is

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belonging to), pricediff_ova (the price difference) and weightdiff_ova (the weight difference).

manufacturers_man — this table stores the product manufacturers. The table fields are: id_man (the primary
key), name_man (the manufacturer name) and description_man (the manufacturer description).

categories _ctg — thistable stores all product categories. The table fields are: id_ctg (the primary key), idctg_ctg
(parent category ID), name_ctg (the category name), longname_ctg (the category long name) order_ctg (the
category order in the current subcategory) and hlooper_ctg — when 1, this can instruct the product list on a
category to be rendered in a horizontal looper approach.

Order Related Tables

These tables will store al the information on the orders placed on an M X Kart site.

order_ord — this table stores the basic information related to customers orders. This table, together with the
order details table, will keep the order information unnormalized, for archiving purposes (making sure the old
purchase price is displayed even if the product price has changed in the meanwhile).

The table fields are: id_ord (the primary key), userid_ord (a foreign key to the users table, that can be null),
amount_ord (the order amount), taxes ord (the taxes amount for the current order), shipping ord (the
shipping rates amount for the current order), currency ord (the order currency), date ord (the order date),
status_ord (the order status — can be Initialized, Confirmed, Shipped or any other value as set from the payment
gateway return message), ordernumber_ord (the order number), firstname ord (the customer's first name),
lastname_ord (the customer's last name), email_ord (the customer's email), phone_ord (the customer's phone),
streetaddress _ord (the customer's address), city ord (the customer's city), state ord (the customer's state),
country_ord (the customer's country), zip_ord (the customer's zip code) and details ord (the order status
details), shipmethod_ord (the shipping method), shipname_ord (the name of the customer where the products
will be shipped), shipstreetaddress ord (the street address where the products will be shipped), shipcity ord
(the city where the products will be shipped), shipstate ord (the state where the products will be shipped),
shipcountry_ord (the country where the products will be shipped) and shipzip_ord (the zip code where the
products will be shipped).

orderdetail_ode — this table stores the detailed information of an order, meaning the products that were ordered.
The table fields are: id_ode (the primary key), idord_ode (the foreign key to the order_ord table), pid_ode (the
product 1D), pquantity_ode (the ordered quantity), pname_ode (the product name), pproperties ode (the
product properties — summarized from the Add to Kart by Form command) and pprice_ode (the product price at
the order date).

Discounts Tables

These tables will store information for the possible discount functions that can be applied to an MX Kart site.
Changing the information in these tables will allow the site administrator to change the discount policies with great
flexibility.

coupons_cou — this table stores all the coupon numbers that can be used by the customers to benefit from
discounts. Thetablefields are: id_cou (the primary key), couponnumber_cou (the coupon number), idprd_cou
(the product id that will be discounted using coupons), discount_cou (the discount amount — can be a percent
or exact value), startdate_cou (the start date of the coupon validity period) and enddate_cou (the end date of
the coupon validity period).

productdiscount_pdi — this table stores some special offers for products. The table fields are: id_pdi (the
primary key), idprd_pdi (a foreign key to the products table), discountedprice pdi (the product discounted
price), startdate pdi (the start date of the specia offer), enddate_pdi (the end date for the special offer).

vdiscounts vds — this table stores the volume discounts applied to an order total price. The table fields are:
id_vds (the primary key), limit_vds (the total price cart limit) and disc_vds (the discount value).

udiscounts_dis — this table stores all user level discounts applied to products' prices. The table fields are: id_dis
(the primary key), userlevel_dis (the user level corresponding to the current discount) and discount_dis (the
discount for each user level).
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Geographic Related Tables
These tables will store information on countries and states.

countries_cnt — this table stores all the countries. The table fields are: id_cnt (the primary key), name_cnt (the
country name), iso2_cnt (the country two letters acronym) and iso3_cnt (the country three letters acronym).

states sta — this table stores al the states in the countries. The default database we provide is designed to have
a least one state for each country that has the same name as the country. The table fields are: id_sta (the
primary key), ident_sta (the foreign key to the countries table), code_sta (the code of the state), name_sta (the
state name), shiprate sta (the price per weight unit to be paid when shipping a product to this state) and
idtxz_sta (a foreign key to the tax zones table — this will be used to determine the tax zone of the customer
billing address).

Tax Related Tables
These tables will store information on the configuration tables for the Tax functionsinan M X Kart site.

taxcateg_txc — this table stores all the tax categories. We created this table as some countries or states apply
different taxes on different product categories (eg. food, non-food). The table fields are: id txc (the primary
key), name_txc (the tax category name).

taxes tax — this table stores al taxes. The table fields are: id_tax (the primary key), idtxz_tax (the foreign key
to the tax zones table), idtxc tax (the foreign key to the tax categories table), amount_tax (the tax amount —
can be a percent).

taxzone_txz —thistable stores al the tax zones. Thetablefields are: id_txz (the primary key), name_txz (the tax
Zone name).

Shipping Related Tables

These tables will store the shipping functions configuration information.

handling_hnd — this table stores the handling fees. The table fields are: id_hnd (the primary key), fee_hnd (the
fee amount).

shipmethods_smt — this table stores all the shipping methods. The table fields are: id_smt (the primary key),
method_smt (the shipping method name), rate smt (the price per weight unit to be paid when shipping using a
certain method).

Currencies
Thistable will store the available currencies for an M X Kart site, together with their formatting capabilities.

currency_cur — this table stores all the available currencies. The table fields are: id_cur (the primary key)
name_cur (the currency name), prefix_cur (the currency symbol that will be placed as prefix — for example $),
postfix_cur (the currency symbol that will be placed as postfix — for example AUD), thsep_cur (the thousand
separator — might be “.” or “,”), decsep_cur (the decimals separator), decimals_cur (the number of decimals),
default_cur (thisis aflag that sets the selected currency as the default if its value is “1"), exchangerate _cur
(the exchange rate to the default currency).

For your e-commerce website, you should set the default currency by entering the “1”
value in the default_cur field for the desired currency and “0” for the rest of the
currencies. When changing the currency on your public site, MX Kart will
automatically recalculate the prices according to the exchange rate that you entered into
the database.

After entering the products into the corresponding table with prices displayed in the
default currency, we recommend you NOT to change the default currency because you
will have to manually modify the prices of the products, product options and orders
table. However, prices can be displayed in any currency (see the Choosing the
Currency section further in this manual) on the site even if they are stored in the default

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currency in the database.

Users Tables
Thistable contains al the information regarding the users that can authenticate on an M X Kart site

users usr — this table stores all users registered at the site. The table fields are: id_usr (the primary key),
email_usr (the user email), firstname usr (the user first name), lasthame usr (the user last name),
password_usr (the user password) and level _usr (the user level).

userlevels ulv — this table stores all user levels existing in the site. The table fields are: id_ulv (the primary

key), level _ulv (the user level). In MX Shop there are 4 default user levels: Admin, Gold Reseller, Silver
Reseller and Web-Registered.

Site Pages Table
Thistable contains al the information regarding the presentation site pagesin M X Shop.

pages pag — this table stores al the presentation site pages. The table fields are: id_pag (the primary key),
order_pag (the site page display order), name_pag (the site page name), content_pag (the site page content).

The complete scripts used to generate the database tables are included with the M X Shop distribution packagein a
zZip archive.

The MySQL user must have certain rights, as. SELECT, INSERT, UPDATE and
DELETE for the dataand ALTER, DROP AND CREATE TEMPORARY TABLES for
the structure.

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The MX Includes

Overview

When we've start thinking of M X Shop and the whole concept of reusable M X Web Applications, we've quickly
observed how inappropriate Dreamweaver was for code reuse. Even with our tools installed, creating a powerful
front-end application was a real pain, mostly because you will have to manage code duplicated in a zillion of
places.

Dreamweaver has a nice feature, the templates, designed to “mimic” reusable content. However, used on a
dynamic site, templates will only duplicate the code in alot of places, and they also raise alot of technical issues
with required files, dynamic image paths, etc. And duplicating code is a big no-no.

It became clear that we needed to create a way to include reusable code blocks in Dreamweaver MX. As
extending Dreamweaver is what we do best, we have designed M X Includes.

MX Includes is a Dreamweaver MX extension that provides server behaviors allowing the effective use of
statically or dynamically included files within your site.

Unlike the standard PHP method of requiring files that is quite incompatible with Dreamweaver M X, our product
offers a working implementation of SSI (Server Side Includes), alowing you to efficiently reuse code and use
Server Behaviorsinside required files.

M X Includes supports: ASP VbScript, ColdFusion, PHP_ADODB and PHP_MySQL.

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The MX Shop Application Design

We will explain below how we have designed the M X Shop application to match the M X Includes possibilities
and to allow us release a powerful product.

Overview

The MX Shop front-end was designed following the best M X Includes practices. We use asingle i ndex. php
file, that requires different page sections from a clean directory structure.

As the header and the footer don't change in the site, we have decided to leave them inside the main i ndex. php
file, in thefirst and last row of the table that is used to format the included site sections.

Apart from the site front-end, MX Shop also includes an administrative section, built using our M X Kollection
tools.

The administration section is created in a Frameset approach, and it includes lists and forms to manage al
information in the M X Shop — for more details, please consult the M X Shop User Manual.

There are several user levels defined in aM X Shop site, and those are:
0 —Web registered user
1-Silver reseller —level 1
2—Goldreseller —level 2
9 — Administrator

Based on your access level, the interface in M X Shop will change to accommodate your specific user level
information (registered users have a supplemental nugget to display previous orders, resellers have specific
discounts, etc).

The administrator can't login in the main interface, but will have to login in the separate Administration login page.
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The MX Shop Folder

Let's take a quick look at the file structure for the MX Shop site, to help you understand how you can touch the
files and where should you search for problems.

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Changing the MX Shop Look and Feel

Changing the M X Shop look and feel is avery easy job. In afew minutes, you can eliminate, add or edit a nugget
in the i ndex. php page or include other pages that will be displayed dynamically in the main content section.
Y ou can aso use your own CSS file or modify the one included in M X Shop in order to comply with your design
requests.

Eliminating a Nugget

If you want to eliminate one of the default M X Shop nuggets (in thei ndex. php page) you should either:
Select the nugget by clicking on it and simply delete it.

or

Select the Server-side Include server behavior corresponding to the nugget (for example Server-Side Include
(modules/manufacturers/man_nug.php)) and delete it.

Figure 3 Selecting a nugget in order to delete it

It is not necessary to delete the corresponding file from your site; by deleting the nugget it will simply not be
displayed but it will remain in the site folder.

Including a Nugget

If you want to include a new nugget besides the default M X Shop ones, you should follow the steps presented
below:

1. Create the page that will be later included as nugget in the i ndex. php page. You can add your own CSS
style so that all nuggets have the same style. For more information about adding a CSS style, please refer to the
Using CSS Styles section further in this chapter.

2. Open the i ndex. php page and click where you want to insert the nugget. Then, apply a Server-Side
Include server behavior from the Application panel -> Server Behaviors tab -> M X Kollection -> Server-
Side Includes.

Browse for the file you want to statically include as nugget and click on OK.

Editing a Nugget

A nugget already included cannot be edited directly from the i ndex. php page. By double clicking on the

Server-Side Include server behavior corresponding to the nugget, you will find out the exact location of the
included filein the site. The next step isto open it and to edit it in order to suit your needs.
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Dynamically Including other Pages

If you want to create a link pointing to a page included dynamically in i ndex. php, follow the basic steps
presented below:

1. Createthe page.
2. Openi ndex. php and make alink to the newly created page. Pass mod and the page value as parameter.

3. Double click on the Server-Side Includes from List entry from the server behavior list and add a new page
(by clicking on the Plus (+) button next to the Include file section, on top of the existing pages grid). Type the
URL parameter value, browse for the page, enter its HTML title, meta keywords and description.

We will present a practical example in order to make things easier for you to understand. We will make alink that
will open the News page in the main content site section.

1. Createanew file named news. php inthenodul es/ folder.

2. Openthei ndex. php page and write "NEWS" under one of the nuggets.

3. Select the word and click on the folder shaped icon named Browse for Filein the Property I nspector.

4. Inthe displayed interface browse for thei ndex. php filethat is located in the site root. Next, you should pass
a parameter that should have the same name as the URL parameter that will be passed by the URL addressin
order to display al the dynamically included pages. Y ou can find out the name of this parameter by double
clicking on Server-Side Includes from List behavior from the server behaviors list.

5. Back to the Sdlect File interface, click on the Parameters button and type "mod" (because this is the URL
parameter you saw in the Server-Side I ncludes from List interface) for the Name and "news' for the Value:

6. Next, double click on the Server-Side Includes from List behavior from the server behavior list and add a
new include file by clicking on the "+" button.

7. Configure the page settings:
URL parameter value —type "news'
Filename — enter the path to the news. php file (you can also use the Browse button)
Page title — type the desired title for the news page.

Meta keywords — enter the keywords that will be added in the meta tag and will be indexed by search
engines.

Meta description — the page's description to be added to the meta tag.

8. Click on OK and test the page in the browser (by using the F12 key). The URL for the News page should be
http://www.yoursite.com/index.php?mod=news

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Using CSS Styles

If you decide to change the site layout you have two ways:
1. Editthe/ styl es/ defaul t. css filethat isthe default M X Shop CSSfile.

2. Replace the entire file with the desired one. Afterwards, you have to replace in code lines like: <l i nk
href="../../styles/default.css" rel ="styl esheet" type="text/css"> the name of
the new CSSfilein al corresponding files.

Aside the/ st yl es/ def aul t. css, some properties are set in other CSS files (e.g. for the forms generated
by the MX Kollection components — user registration, login, the back-end lists and forms), based on the selected
site skin. To select a skin, open the index file in Dreamweaver, and open the InterAKT Control Panel from the MX
Kollection tab of the Insert panel. Next select the CSS Skins section:

The skin parameters are stored in CSS files that are located in the i ncl udes/ ski ns/ ski n_nane/ folder.
Thesefilesare:

tng.css — controls main transaction engine component look and feel (e.g. error messages, validation form,
buttons, etc)

nxt.css — controls the look and fedl of the NeXTensio lists and forms used in the administrative section.

wdg.css — controls the properties for the widgets used on site. MX Widgets components are smarter form
control developed by InterAKT to allow the creation of rich Internet Applications.

nav.css — controls the properties for the navigation elements used by NeXTensio and other MX Kollection
components.

Besides the css files, the images folder stores all the images needed for the current skin (e.g. button images,
backgrounds, etc) and the preview.gif file is displayed in the CSS Skin section of the Control Panel (see the image
above) to identify the skin.

If you decide to edit the/ st yl es/ def aul t. css file, here are some information about the classes:

body, td, t h, p, t abl e — this class alows you to set some properties (the text font) for the <body>,
<t d>, <t h>, <p>, <t abl e> tagsin the entire site

. hugget —thisclassallows you to set some properties for al the nuggetsin the site

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Customizing the MX Shop Application Logic

Besides changing the site look and feel, you can also add new features to your e-commerce application: new
discounts, new shipping rates, new triggers, new product properties.

Creating a Discount for each user

AsMX Shop is very flexible and easily to customize, you will be able to create a new discount option, on a user-
basis. This means, that for each user that exists in the database, you can configure a persona discount from the
administrative section. To achieve this, you will have to complete the following actions:

1. Modify the database user_usr table in order to add the field that will store the discount per user
2. Modify the user administration page in the site's administrative section

3. Maodify the discount computing function, so that the personal discount will be taken into consideration when
computing the price to pay.

4. Enabling or disabling the new discount directly from Dreamweaver, the MX Kart options.

To complete this customization you need to have MX Kart and MX Kollection (more exactly NeXTensio)
installed. We will present you the stepsto follow in order to create a discount for each customer:

1. First you haveto add a new field in the database in the users_usr table either by:

Clicking on the Go button in the Add new field section (while being on the Structure mode) if you are
using phpMyAdmin, and adding the discount_usr field, which isa FLOAT type, does not allow NULL
values, and has for default O (no discount is applied).

or by
Executing the following SQL query (either at the command prompt, or again from the PHPMyA dmin:

In the user interface that opens, a list of al fields used in the form and their settings is displayed as a
grid.

If the discount_usr field does not show up in the grid, and yet it was added to the table, you need to
refresh the database cache, both for Dreamweaver, and MX Kollection. For Dreamweaver, simply hit the
refresh icon in the Database tab of the Application panel. For MX Kollection, open the InterAKT
Control Panel > User interface persistence and database caching, and click the empty cache button. Then
redo the first two steps of this section, and the discount_usr column should appear in the list.

Next configure the added form field. By using the up (*) and down (v) arrows on top of the grid, you can
control where the new field will be displayed. Y ou can aso set the form element it will use (text field),

and the data type to submit (numeric)

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Applying a Dependent Drop-down

It might bother you the fact that when selecting the country in the second and third step of the checkout process the
pages reloads in order to display the corresponding states.

In order to eliminate this delay, you can apply the Dependent Drop-down server behavior. This will bind two
drop-downs together, the detail displaying values that depend on the first one.

To apply a Dependent Drop-down server behavior to the State drop-down in the co_st ep2. php page follow
the steps presented below.

1. You will need to edit the default rsCountry and rsSates recordsets, in order to retrieve all table columns. First,
the rsCountry recordset. Double-click the rsCountry recordset in the Bindings tab. Add the id_cnt field. The

Using MX Send E-mail

In this tutorial you will learn how to implement an e-mail sending option in MX Shop. Through this feature, after
completing an order (including the payment), an e-mail message will be sent to the shopper with the order details.

To implement this you must:

1. Create arecordset that retrieves the order information and one for the order detail.
2. Add the Send E-mail sever behavior and modify it to send all of the records.
All of the actions that are explained next must be done in the <site_root>\MXKart\return.php page, so open it in

Dreamweaver.

Create the order and order details recordsets
To create the order information recordset, follow the next steps:

1. Inthe Application tab > the Bindings tab > Plus (+).

2. Fill inthe user interface options as follows:

5. In the Content text area enter Product: . Then click on the InterAKT Dynamic Data icon next to the
textarea to select the recordset field that provides the product name. Configure the dynamic data as
follows:

a. Inthe Get values from drop-down menu select the Recordset Field option.

b. Inthe Recordset drop-down menu select the rsOrderDetails option.

c. Inthe Field drop-down menu select the pname_ode field.

d. Click OK to apply the changes.
6. Repeat step 5 to add the price and quantity. Make sure you add \n characters before each line.
7. Theend result should look like in the image below:
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8. In the Options tab check the Text Only radio button. If you prefer to send HTML e-mails, replace the\n's
added earlier with <br /> tags.

9. Click OK to apply the changes and add the server behavior to the page.

If you test the site right now and buy some products, you will receive the e-mail message, but with the first product
only. This happens because the recordset retrieving the order detailsis not looped through.

To implement the recordset looping, follow the next steps:

1. In Dreamweaver switch to code view and locate the code that sends the e-mail message. The code to look for
starts with a comment, and looks like this:

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Managing the Database Structure with MX Query Builder
By installing the M X Query Builder you will have the possihility to edit your SQL queries visualy.
Suppose you want to list all the categories with the corresponding products. Take the following steps:

1. Create a page and add a recordset from the Application panel -> Bindings tab -> Recordset (Query). In the
displayed interface click on the QuB button. The QuB Recordset window will open:

2. Click onthe New Query button and type the a name your query (for example new_query):

3. After clicking on the OK button, the MX Query Builder configuration window will open alowing you to
create the query visually:

4. To add atable to the query, simply click its name in the Tables area (in the left side of the screen). Click on the

5. Next you have to define the relation between the two tables: a one to many between the categories and products
(more than one product can belong to a category). To define relations between tables, smply drag the primary
key from the categories_ctg table ober the foreign key (idcgt_ord) ion the products_prd table

6. If you want to visualize the SQL query click on the SQL Query tab in the lower part of the window:
