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Overview
This document will describe the basics of installing and configuring the MX Shop e-commerce software. We have
created a powerful application template that will be available for the MX Kart clients as a main core application
for customized installations to their respective clients – the shop owners.

You will need to read this document to be able to install and customize the MX Shop application to create a
sample application for your clients.
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Prerequisites

Requirements
In order to use and customize MX Shop3, you will need to own and know how to use the following software
programs:

Macromedia Dreamweaver  MX (6.1 or 2004) http://www.macromedia.com/ 

PHAkt or PHP_MySQL

MX Kar t3

MX Kollection3 (ImpAKT, NeXTensio, MX Includes,  MX Looper)

KTML3 L ite

A web server  (Apache, I IS or any other that support PHP) http://www.apache.org/ 

PHP 4.2.3 or greater installed (4.3.4 is recommended) http://www.php.net/

MX Shop3 works with PHP_MySQL and PHAkt (PHP_ADODB) server models.

We presume you have correctly configured the platform for PHP development under Dreamweaver MX (the
configured Windows or Linux server, share or FTP access, a Dreamweaver  MX site).

� Database name will be displayed using bold font "kar t_database"

� Site name: underlined font "new site"

Files
The MX Shop kit also includes the SQL script needed to create the database and the zip archive of the MXShop
site that is created below. You will need those files when installing the software.

The database generation script: mx_shop.sql. It includes the MySQL database dump that should provide you a
good start with MX Shop.

The MXShop website file: MXShop_ADODB.zip or MXShop_MySQL.zip.

The PHP_ADODB (PHAkt) server model's most important advantage is that it allowsa
transparent connection to over thirteen database servers: MySQL, Oracle, Microsoft
SQL Server, Sybase, Sybase SQL Anywhere, Informix, PostgreSQL, FrontBase,
Interbase (Firebird and Borland variants), Foxpro, Access, ADO and ODBC. In order to
download PHAkt for free, go to: http://www.interaktonline.com/Products/Free-
Products/PHAkt/Try-Download/.
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Installing the MX Shop Application

Short Install Guide
To install MX Shop in your site, you will have to follow several steps:

1. Create a new site in Dreamweaver , and choose your server model in the Testing Server section – either
PHP_ADODB or PHP_MySQL.

2. Unpack the MXShop_ADODB. zi p or MXShop_MySQL. zi p archive in your site root.

The includes, MXKart, ktmllite and styles folders should be located in the site root.
DO NOT move these folders.

3. Create a new MySQL database you want to connect to.

4. Dump the mx_shop. sql  file in your newly created database (use either phpMyAdmin or a Unix console).

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5. Change the connection to the database. You can do that either by:

� Editing the / Connect i ons/ mx_shop. php file manually to match your exact database
configuration.

or by

� Opening the i ndex. php file and changing the mx_shop connection in the Applications panel, the
Databases tab:

6. Upload the site to the testing server.

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Changing the Login Settings
If you want to change the login information, use the Login Settings interface from the Inser t panel > InterAKT
Control Panel. You can learn more about it in the MX Kollection3 documentation.

Choosing the payment gateway
The first step in order to make sureyour site is operational is the configuration of thepayment gateway. To do this,
you have to open the i ndex. php page in Dreamweaver , then click on the MX Kart Proper ties command from
the Inser t panel -> MX Kommerce tab:

Then double click on the Payment/Payment Gateway Type entry to select your desired payment processor, then
configure it by double clicking on the Payment/Payment Proper ties entry.

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Configuring your discount, shipping and taxes policies
By default, MX Shop3 is deployed with all the Discounts, Shipping and Tax functions applied, but inactive. This
will guarantee a simple install of the MX Shop3, and an easy activation of the advanced features.

In order to activate these functions, you will have to use the same MX Kart Proper tiescommand. While theexact
documentation for enabling discounts can be found in the MX Kart User Manual, we will present now a quick
view to help you get started.

To activate the discounts, please double click on the Discounts node in the MX Kart Proper ties command
interface. Then, select the desired discounts:

To un-select a discount or to select more than one, you might want to keep the CTRL key down.

The selected entries in the multiple selection list will be used by the MX Kart engine to apply discounts on the
product prices.

Same technique can be used for the Shipping Rates and Tax functions.

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Modifying the Back-end Login Information

The MX Shop web application is delivered with some default login information used to access the administration
section.

In the mx_shop. sql  file you will find the following line:

I NSERT I NTO ` user s_usr ` VALUES ( 3, ' admi n@i nt er akt . r o' , ' ' , ' ' , ' ' , ' ' ,
' admi n' ,  9) ;

As you can see the default username is admin@interakt.ro while the password is admin. To modify the default
username and password load the MX Shop front page in a Browser and login with the default provided
information. 

To change the default password to one only you know, you must:

1. After logging in, in the Back-end section click the Customers link below the User management section:

2. In the user list click the Edit button next to the admin entry.

3. In the new window that opens change the e-mail address (which is used to login) and password. You will
have to enter the password twice:

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4. When you are done click Update to change the information. Then click on the Logout link (the last in the
left section of the page) and login back again with the new credentials.

Changing the default password is highly recommended in order to ensure the privacy of your information. This
should be the first step to take when setting up MX Shop on a production server.
